As well as being the automaker with one of the widest ranges of electrified powertrains on the market, Hyundai has in recent years transitioned to become a smart mobility solution provider. The company has achieved this through significant investments in the future of mobility, including battery electric vehicles (BEVs), fuel cell electric vehicles (FCEVs), and autonomous driving.
At IAA 2021, Hyundai will share the next phase of its future company vision, one that will extend its zero-emission outlook to all sectors of mobility, including plans to enable carbon neutrality.
Visitors to the Hyundai booth and digital attendees will learn how Hyundai will be employing its BEV and FCEV technology in the future. The company will also reveal details about its plans to provide new dimensional solutions and mobility for greener lifestyles, based on the brand’s ‘Progress for Humanity’ vision.

The International Motor Show Germany (IAA Mobility) is the world’s largest motor show. Representatives from society, industry and politics present and discuss their visions and perspectives for sustainable mobility. This year’s event is the 69th edition and takes place in Munich from 6 to 12 September.

Furthermore, Hyundai is a pioneer in zero-emission mobility, including its fully-electric subcompact SUV KONA Electric, its second-generation fuel cell electric vehicle NEXO, and the recently-launched battery-electric IONIQ 5, the first model in its new IONIQ line-up brand. In 2020, more than 13 per cent of Hyundai cars sold in Europe, or nearly 60,000 units, were zero-emission vehicles, making Hyundai one of the leading manufacturers in terms of fleet share as well as total sales of zero-emission vehicles in Europe.

Hyundai offers its unique Five Year Unlimited Mileage Warranty package with all new cars sold in the region, providing customers with a five-year warranty with no mileage limit, five years of roadside assistance and five years of vehicle health checks.
