Auto Trader interviewed c. 43,000 consumers in partnership with independent research agency Basis Research between December and April 2018 through an online survey. The survey ran across Auto Trader.co.uk, social media, on Mumsnet and via research panels, achieving a broadly representative sample of the UK population. All respondents had to own a car and 10,000 owned either a brand new car or a car that was less than 3 years old and still in production at the time of data collection. Consumers were asked to rate their car across 16 different criteria ranging from reliability, performance, appearance through to features and running costs. These results were then analysed to determine which the biggest driver for satisfaction was across the various award categories. For the most fun car to drive and value for money, these were dictated by individual questions across the sample. 
Finally, best green car was determined by the Auto Trader editorial team auditing all their expert reviews that were conducted over the past 12 months.
