“The Hyundai i10’s running costs and practicality mean that, even at the end of its life cycle it’s still a great fleet vehicle,” Barker continued. “The new model hitting showrooms now builds on the outgoing car’s strengths to become an even better company car proposition.”
Both models benefit from Hyundai’s industry-leading five-year unlimited mileage warranty and roadside assistance package, while standard equipment includes the latest active safety features, such as Forward Collision-Avoidance Assist, Lane Keeping Assist, and Intelligent Speed Limit Warning.
