Through HHM, he has played a vital role in the rollout of a unique business case to bring hydrogen mobility to Switzerland, starting in the commercial shipping sector, using the Hyundai H2 XCIENT Fuel Cell truck.
As an industry partner of Climate Action, Hyundai will participate in two sessions. In “Sustainability Spotlight with Hyundai Motor Group”, Dr. Kim will deliver a virtual speech outlining Hyundai’s belief in clean mobility. He will discuss the global adoption of fuel cells and hydrogen for transport, and the impact this is having on different regions around the world.
