“What’s more, when we separate out the KONA Electric we find that this is the top-rated EV in our survey, getting the better of both the Nissan Leaf and Tesla Model 3. Strong stuff indeed. But it wasn’t just the KONA that impressed owners: Hyundai’s IONIQ took a win in the fuel economy and running costs category, and finished second in the compact family car class, while the i10 took the silver medal in our rundown of city cars.”

To rank as the very best car in the survey, KONA had to perform strongly in each of the voted categories, placing top for Ride & Handling and coming runner up in the Reliability & Build Quality, Infotainment, Connectivity & Electronics, and Engine & Gearbox categories. 

Other Hyundai models scored very highly in the Driver Power Survey, too, with i10 finishing runner-up in the list of City Cars and IONIQ runner-up in the Compact Family Cars class –including an overall win in the MPG & Running Costs category.
